Strengths:

Kippax North Junior and Infant School

Town Close Hills/Roach Line Hills – good walks and a lot of wildlife present

Valley Ridge Community Centre

Playing fields incorporating football pitches

Amenities including Sainsbury’s, takeaway, beauty salon, pet supplies shop and barber shop

Weaknesses:

Extremely busy main road, heavily used by both local traffic and commuters passing through the village – people tend to speed, therefore implementing average speed cameras would be an advantage! (The speed bumps don’t work)

Lack of public transport – bus service has been cut back and some bus routes are no longer taken

No play park or leisure facilities

Drainage systems struggle to cope with the amount of housing at present, especially when there is heavy rain – The drains located on Brexdale Avenue, near Kippax North School flood quite frequently, which has led to the road being dug up a few times. In addition there is a lot of surface water that runs off the farmer’s fields at the back of the houses near the school on Leeds Road causing the gardens to flood, and earlier this year houses were flooded. If houses were to be built at on the farmers fields, a lot of the rain water would not be able to sink into the ground, which would lead to a lot more surface water runoff and could cause the houses on Leeds Road to flood more frequently. 

Lack of car parking especially around the school and shops

